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Section II. Instructions to Bidders 
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1. Scope of Bid 
 

 The Procuring Entity, City of Koronadal Water District wishes to receive Bids for the 

Supply, Delivery, Installation and Commissioning of 195 cubic meters (m³) capacity 

Panel Bolted Water Tank, with identification number CKWD-BAC-22-06-01. 

 

The Procurement Project (referred to herein as ñProjectò) is composed Supply, 

Delivery, Installation and Commissioning of 195 cubic meters capacity Panel Bolted 

Water Tank, the details of which are described in Section VII (Technical 

Specifications). 

 

2. Funding Information

3. Bidding Requirements 
 

The Bidding for the Project shall be governed by all the provisions of RA No. 9184 

and its 2016 revised IRR, including its Generic Procurement Manuals and associated 

policies, rules and regulations as the primary source thereof, while the herein clauses 

shall serve as the secondary source thereof.
